They 
need a missionary presence among them to provide them with a 
clear understanding that Christ is the perfect intercessor, the 
intercessor that God provides. 
 
 
Christian resources available in the language include complete 
Bible, audio New Testament, audio recordings, JESUS film, 
videos and tracts.
