This people group’s name comes from the Songhai Empire, one
of the largest Islamic empires in history. Its major cities were
centers of Islamic learning. However, animistic practices
persist, especially in rural areas.

IMB missionaries are working among the Songhai in Niger, but
there are no full-time missionaries among them in Mali.

Christian resources available in this language include Bible
portions and audio recordings.
